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Introduction:
In this work, we present a bibliography on the h-index.  To keep the length manageable we have excluded theses, unpublished reports, and works in languages other than English.

The bibliography is structured in the following way:

Section 1 lists seminal papers published on the h-index.  
Section 2 lists other papers of interest published on the h-index.
Section 3 lists papers published on alternative methods of evaluation to the h-index.

Within each section, the individual entries are organized by year of publication in ascending order.  

The author hopes that this bibliography could be of help to anyone contemplating research on the h-index.
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
